Chair Greeson congratulated Trudy Bartley who was recognized by the Women for Economic Leadership and
Development (WELD) as one of the 2017 Women WELDing the Way.

Continuation of Columbia Gas of Ohio’s Energy Efficiency Program - Melissa Thompson, Regulatory Affairs
Director & Jack Lafferty, Demand Side Management Manager

Melissa Thompson and Jack Laverty gave a presentation on the Continuation of Columbia Gas of Ohio’s
Energy Efficiency Program. Columbia Gas has partnered with MORPC since 1987 on the WarmChoice
program. Columbia Gas of Ohio applied to the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio in June to extend their
Demand Side Management (DSM) program which ends December 31, 2016. They are asking for an increase
in shared profits, but not in funding. They are working with a stakeholder group to come to an
agreement/settlement before the July hearing. MORPC Energy & Air Quality Director Christina O’Keeffe serves
on the DSM Stakeholder Group.

Central Ohio Mayors & Managers Association - Ben Kessler, City of Bexley Mayor

Ben Kessler gave an overview of the Central Ohio Mayors & Managers Association (COMMA). The association
is led by Chair Ben Kessler, and other Executive Board members Ted Staton from Upper Arlington, Dave
Collinsworth from Westerville, Bonnie Michael from Worthington and Ike Stage from Grove City.

Consent Agenda

Ike Stage made a motion to approve the consent agenda, second by Steve Campbell; motion passed.

Executive Director’s Report - William Murdock, MORPC Executive Director

William Murdock congratulated the City of Columbus on receiving the Smart City Grant. The regional letters of
support were a distinguishing factor in the successful application. MORPC not only wants to determine how to
better help Columbus, but also how to leverage what is happening in the city to help the region.

Central Ohio Greenways Board Members are visiting MORPC member communities in order to do more in
greenways from a regional perspective. Let MORPC Team Members know if your community would like to
schedule a visit.

On July 12, William Murdock attended a roundtable hosted by U.S. Transportation Secretary Anthony Foxx at
the White House. The purpose of the roundtable was to help U.S. DOT learn what they can do to help MPOs.

Over 560 people participated in the Central Ohio Commuter Challenge in June. Over 5,000 daily trips were
recorded, exceeding expectations. Forty percent of the participants live outside Columbus zip codes. More
details will be shared at the next meeting.

Registration is open for the October 21 Summit on Sustainability, which has an expanded schedule and space
this year. Donatos and Capitol Waste are top sponsors for the Summit.

On June 22 the OARC Executive Directors met with other government associations, such as the Ohio Township
Association, the Ohio Municipal League, Ohio City Engineers, etc., to discuss how to advocate together to
move common items forward.

The Kick-Off Meeting for the Competitive Advantage Program was July 7, 2016. The goal of the program is to
prioritize and create a list of the top strategic infrastructure projects in the region.

MORPC will be coordinating the Columbus Regjion Coalition on an interim basis. The Coalition is an advocate
for Central Ohio at the federal level.

The Columbus Foundation is encouraging participation in The Big Table on August 30, 2016. The Big Table is
an effort to promote community conversations. Copies of The Big Table Fact Sheet were provided.

Congratulations to Laura Koprowski on receiving the John Bosley Leadership Award at the NARC Annual
Meeting.

Eileen Leuby presented the July 2016 Membership Report which highlighted member engagement efforts and
recognized Commission representatives with perfect and near perfect attendance at 2016 Commission
meetings.

Reserve & Investment Advisory Committee - Joe Stefanov, Reserve & Investment Advisory Committee Chair
Joe Stefanov reported that the Reserve & Investment Advisory Committee has worked since last fall to draft
an agency Operating Reserve Policy and thanked committee members lke Stage, Terry Emery, Angel Mumma,
Zak Talarek, William Murdock and Shawn Hufstedler.

e Proposed Resolution 10-16: “ESTABLISHING AN AGENCY OPERATING RESERVE POLICY” - Shawn
Hufstedler, MORPC Chief of Staff & Director of Operations
Shawn Hufstedler presented the Reserve Recommendations. The Reserve Committee determined a
strategy to increase financial stability, encourage revenue development, and provide a policy
encouraging a consistent and fiscally conservative reserve approach. The Committee determined a
short term goal of reaching a 60 day operating reserve this year, with a longer term goal of a 90-180
day operating reserve over time. The Long-Term goal was intentionally left as a range so the
Commission would have flexibility in setting the goal and funding the operating reserve given future
needs and considering the economic environment.

The Reserve Committee recommends the short term operating reserve be developed as a combination
of funds already in the operating account and by transferring an additional $1 million into this new
operating reserve from the building sale proceeds. The original proceeds from the building sale were
$2.9 million. That would leave $1 million for building/lease needs. $400,000 previously transferred is
being recaptured in 2016 through fringe and overhead rates. $400,000 transferred in 2014 (required
due to prior program losses) will be considered as a permanent part of the current 20-30 day reserve.
Transfer the remaining $100,000 to Management Reserve for internal use for revenue generating
project development and as a small buffer to cover potential smaller operating losses. The

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Management Reserve will be shown through the annual budget, approved by the Commission. After
initial set-up the Management Reserve will be funded through repayments from revenue generation
projects and a portion of program net income.

The proposed Operating Reserve Policy uses a conservative approach by setting policy around the use
of funds available, tracking, reporting, and monitoring, where previously there was no policy. The policy
increases financial stability for MORPC while maintaining building options. The Operating Reserve
Committee deliberated on the Building Reserve Fund quite a bit. After receiving input from the
Building Committee and the Executive Committee, the Committees agreed that the transfer of funds
from the Building Reserve would not close any doors on MORPC’s prospects or paths of renting,
purchasing, or partnering on a new building.

Sustainability Advisory Committee - Steve Stolte, Sustainability Advisory Committee Chair

Steve Stolte reported that the 2017-2018 Regional Sustainability Agenda is in development. Agenda
strategies will be connected with the MTP goals. Agenda goals are being mapped with the MTP goals and
objectives to identify overlap or gaps. The agenda will also include measurable goals and outcomes. The
Sustainability Agenda will be presented for adoption in December.

The Central Ohio Greenways (COG) Board’s Marketing Working Team has updated the Online Branding
Guidelines to provide guidance to communities on how to link to the COG website from their respective
websites. The Marketing Team is also working on signage guidelines. Information will be shared with your
staff.

The Summit on Sustainability is October 21, 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. at the Hilton Downtown Columbus. More
information and registration can be found at www.morpc.org/Summit. Significant member discounts for tables
and individual tickets are available.

Agenda items for the July 19 Sustainability Advisory Committee meeting include discussing progress and next
steps for the Sustainability Agenda, and voting for the Green Region and Green Mobility Awards which will be
presented at the Summit.

Christina O’Keeffe gave an update on a new role for MORPC related to the Demand Side Management
programs administered by Columbia Gas and AEP Ohio. The programs are regulated by the Public Utilities
Commission of Ohio (PUCO) and the existing energy efficiency programs are set to expire by the end of this
calendar year. Both utilities have applied to continue their programs. In the past, MORPC has supported these
program applications with a letter of support, but this time, MORPC is expanding our public policy involvement
and service by intervening on their cases to encourage the best interests of local governments. This activity
would allow MORPC to be part of the negotiations and advocate for resources/programs beneficial to local
governments. This work is consistent with MORPC’s Regional Sustainability Agenda and the Public Policy
Agenda. Both utilities are open to MORPC intervening on their cases.

WHEREAS, the Community Advisory Committee at its meeting on August 29, 2016, and the
Transportation Advisory Committee at its meeting on August 31, 2016, recommended approval of
this resolution to the Transportation Policy Committee; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TRANSPORTATION POLICY COMMITTEE OF THE MID-OHIO REGIONAL
PLANNING COMMISSION:

Section 1. That the MORPC SFY 2016-2019 TIP be amended to include the project information
as shown in Attachment 1.

For State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2016, the use of these funds was outlined in the SFY
2016 Planning Work Program (PWP) adopted by Resolution T-10-15. The PWP serves
as the scope of work, the schedule, and the budget for the federally funded planning
activities.

The PWP included such activities as maintaining the TIP, continued delivery of
projects using MORPC-attributable funds, completion of the 2016-2040 Metropolitan
Transportation Plan (MTP), assistance on freeway and arterial studies, support for
safety and operations and management of the transportation system, and support
for transit, bike and pedestrian planning. The SFY 2016 PWP also included the
continuation of ridesharing/demand reduction and air quality awareness activities,
including the first-ever commuter challenge to reduce single-occupancy vehicle use.
As part of this scope of work, MORPC also updated the Public Involvement Plan,
distributed new bike maps, completed the selection process for FTA Section 5310
funding, established the new Regional Data Advisory Committee, continued outreach
and developed new resources related to insight2050 and many other projects and
activities that have been presented to you over the state fiscal year.

A summary of the PWP activities is included as an attachment to the resolution. A full
report is available upon request.

Resolution T-12-16 approves the completion report and requires that it is forwarded
to ODOT.

Active Transportation Planning
The Active Transportation Plan has been completed and shared with local
government members. Pedestrian and bicycle counts continued at key locations as
well as along the trail system.
The Fifth Edition of the Columbus Metro Bike Map was printed and released at Bike to
Work Day in May. Maps were distributed to libraries, bike shops, community
recreation centers, and are available by request.
MORPC continued to review member projects for Complete Streets elements and
provided suggestions for improvements.
Staff participated in and attended various conferences and events around active
transportation planning, including participation in Columbus' ConnectColumbus
initiative and ODOT's Active Transportation Plan.
The Impact of Trails study results have been shared with members through
presentations and fact sheets and received good media attention.
The Central Ohio Greenways (COG) board created its 5-year strategic plan, and four
working teams are actively working on implementing its recommendations.
MORPC began a new initiative called Age-Friendly Columbus, which over a 2-year
period assesses the City of Columbus on its infrastructure and services related to
older adults and develops a strategic plan to recommend improvements. The final
plan will include broad strategies and policy recommendations that can be applied to
other communities as well.

Management & Operations Planning
MORPC continued to engage in the OARC freight transportation working group over
FY 2016. MORPC organized two conference calls for the OARC Freight Working
Group to provide a platform for ODOT's planning staff to discuss freight provisions in
the Fixing America's Surface Transportation (FAST) Act. MORPC attended events
organized by the Columbus Region Logistics Council, the Mid-Ohio Development
Exchange (MODE), and other Chamber of Commerce and Columbus2020 events
related to freight and logistics in Central Ohio. MORPC was part of a conference
session on MPO freight planning at the OTEC conference. MORPC also provided
detailed comments to ODOT on the draft statewide freight plan.

MORPC began work associated with a new freight web application that seeks to
centralize freight-related information for the Central Ohio region. This project is
expected to evolve as new data are developed and as new audiences and member
needs arise.



60136-1000 Safety Planning

Budget $133,000 MORPC successfully hosted the 5th Safe Routes to School National Conference with
about 500 people from across the country and Canada participating in engaging
breakout sessions and a workshop over 3 days.

Spent 6/30  $138,863 The 2012-2014 high-crash location lists were completed and made available to
MORPC's members and the public, in addition to the 2010-2014 region crash fact
sheets. The Systematic Safety Improvement Program finished selection of Phase I
locations and countermeasures, focus on pedestrian crashes. A regional safety
planning review committee concluded that MORPC's safety program overall was
working well. One of the changes requested is to develop a regional top 100, rather
than top 40, high-crash intersection list. Staff has begun the analysis of the next list.

Safety Plan, and Columbus Area Pedestrian Safety committees, as well as the
Franklin County Fatality Review Board. Staff also participated and attended various
safety conferences and trainings.

Budget $77,000 MORPC facilitated the COTA/DATABuUs/MORPC Coordination monthly meetings.
These meetings covered communications, public information, mobility management,
service and capital planning with each agency. MORPC staff is updating Delaware

plan.
MORPC worked with ODOT and FTA to document COTA’'s CMAX, Cleveland Ave
BRT funding and grant approval.
With assistance from MORPC, COTA and DATABUS finalized the full apportionment
of FFY 2016 Section 5307 and 5339 funding within the Columbus UZA. A split letter
was signed and submitted to FTA. This letter will be attached to FTA funding
applications in the Transit Awards Management System (TrAMS).
MORPC participated in discussions with local employers and governments that have
limited access to transit. Toured first and last mile connections for future
rider/pedestrian safety and better transit access.

60206-3000 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Implementation

Budget $220,000 The 2016-2019 TIP was amended in July, September, December, March, April and
June. MORPC approved seven administrative modifications to the TIP. The
amendments and modifications were necessary to enable certain projects to receive

Spent 6/30  $227,041 federal authorization and to maintain the TIP's fiscal constraint. Data on projects
included in the TIP by Statewide Line Item were reviewed for regionally significant
modifications. All modifications, whether by amendment or administrative actions,
were coordinated with affected local public agencies.

In April, MORPC approved Policies for Managing MORPC-Attributable Funds,
concluding a year-long effort to review and improve them, following a formal public
comment period. MORPC solicited applications for funding in May and June and
received 35 screening applications requesting a total of $197 million. MORPC also
received updated information on its outstanding commitments, including requests to
increase those commitments by a total of $34 million. The evaluation and selection
process will continue through March 2016.

For SFY 2016, approximately $33 million of attributable funds were encumbered for
use on transportation projects and programs in the region, and MORPC loaned about
$5.5 million to other Ohio MPOs to make efficient use of resources available in the
state.

TRAC: MORPC successfully completed the project prioritization recommendation
process for the 2015 TRAC applications that fell within the MORPC MPO area.
MORPC provided the region's priorities to the TRAC during a public hearing held on
October 13, 2015. The final list of TRAC projects awarded funds in the 2015 funding
cycle was adopted by the TRAC on January 28, 2016.

The 2016 TRAC funding cycle began in May 2016, and MORPC began the
prioritization process for 2016 in early June 2016.

In addition, bikeways and sidewalks were added to the system so
local communities can jointly edit a common GIS file.

MORPC continues to host the Central Ohio GIS User Group (COGUG). This group of
public sector GIS officials from throughout Central Ohio attracts 40 individuals on a
quarterly schedule.

Long-Range Multimodal Transportation Planning

The progress made toward meeting the transportation goals and targets established
in the 2012-2035 MTP was monitored and reported in the MTP Report Card.

Identification of candidate projects for the 2016-2040 MTP concluded in summer of
2015. The MTP work is being coordinated with Columbus's Connect Columbus long-
range planning activity and COTA's NextGen long-range planning activity. More than
1000 candidate projects were evaluated for inclusion in the MTP. The MTP was
adopted in May 2016 with approval of the conformity determination received from
FHWA in June.

Staff followed and participated in various ODOT planning activities, including progress
on the innerbelt projects, the Active Traffic Demand Management Study, the US 42
Access Management Study, the Delaware County Freight Study and the SR 161
study.

Transportation Public Involvement

Public engagement on the 2016-2040 Columbus Area Metropolitan Transportation
Plan (MTP) was achieved through a myriad of tools including: MORPC CAC, TAC and
Transportation Policy Committee; social media (Facebook & Twitter); MORPC
electronic newsletter, eSource; one-page newsletters; web interactive map; press
releases; a video; an open house; and over 40 formal community presentations. This
outreach generated over 1,000 comments on the MTP!

Social media, eSource and press releases were distributed announcing the availability
of Section 5310 Program funding; MORPC adoption of Functional Classifications for
Area Roadways; Release of MORPC Top 40 Regional High-Crash Intersections list
for the years 2012-2014; Air Quality Awareness, Air Quality Alerts; End of Ozone
Season; Bike Map Open House; MORPC Updates 5307 Projects; MORPC announces
the Award of Federal Transit Administration’s (FTA’s) Section 5310 Program funding;

MORPC, COTA, car2go and CoGo partner to Challenge Commuters; Delaware Area
Transit agency press release announcing the Release of the Delaware County Transit
Development Study Draft and June 2, 2016 Public Hearing.

Cross-Jurisdictional Planning Coordination

Staff continued to facilitate InfoShare meetings with key MORPC members to learn
about their projects, needs, and accomplishments.

Regional Collaboration meetings initially took place twice a year with each of the four
groups (Northeast, Northwest, Southeast, and Southwest) where neighboring
jurisdictions would share any type of transportation project that would potentially affect
a community nearby or that would be a worthwhile collaboration.

MORPC is leveraging relationships with other TDM partners to encourage modal shift,
generating more of a streamlined and coordinated message to reduce single-
occupant vehicle trips.

MORPC Air Quality and the RideSolutions team held the first ever Central Ohio
Commuter Challenge campaign from June 1st — June 30th, in partnership with CoGo,
COTA, and car2go. Central Ohioans were encouraged to replace any single-occupant
vehicle commutes with one of the eligible sustainable modes, log those commutes
using rideshareohio.com, and become eligible for prizes provided by sponsors. More
than 500 Central Ohioans participated. RideSolutions will evaluate the mode shift.
MORPC'’s TDM Strategic Plan was updated with recommended action items. The plan
documents a strategy for accomplishing pre-determined TDM-related goals indentified
in MORPC'’s 2016-2040 Columbus Area Metropolitan Transportation Plan.

Related to the Strategic plan, MORPC and other Ohio rideshare agencies secured a
consultant to develop a TDM Advancement Plan to produce an RFP that will
adequately solicit the services of an interactive ridesharing platform that can be used
by each rideshare agency.

Vanpool and carpool services continue to meet the needs of commuters. The
program is partnering with non-profit agencies, employers that are relocating their
work sites, and assisting employers in developing an overall environmental goal and
plan for their work sites. RideSolutions is working with communities to move forward
in implementing TDM strategies that help relieve congestion to reduce fuel
consumption, improve air quality and save money.
